


Admissions in H.Sc. (Intermediate)  at RLAK Govt. college of home economics Karachi will be done directly at the college from this year.

Admission will be given on open Merit as per BISEK rules however 10% of the seats are reserved for applicants who had taken any home economics subject at the metric level.

As home economics is not at school level at most schools and youngsters are not aware about home economics education the college is arranging an open day for girls (who have appeared for Matric /O level  examination 2011)  on 30th July 2011 form 9am -1.00 pm. Parents may accompany girls after submitting copy of NIC cards.

Those who are interested may take admission form and prospectus. Provisional admission would be offered the same day to all who have secured more than 70% marks in grade ninth (or equivalent results in school mock exams in case of  “O’level” students). Admission of these students would be confirmed if they pass all the papers of SSC part 2 (or year 11 of O levels and get equivalence from IBCC)
