Admission Policy for M.Sc. Previous 2008-2009
RLAK Govt. College of Home Economics Karachi

Eligibility
a) For open merit only those candidates are eligible for admissions to Masters Program who have passed their prerequisite examination not before 2003.  

However, 3% seats have been reserved for applicants who have passed the pre-requisite examination before 2003 and fulfil all the other eligibility criteria laid down for regular candidates.  According to their merit the top three candidates could be given admission in relevant department. 

(b) The eligibility criteria for admissions to Masters program in the M.Sc. Home Economics (faculty of Science), is:

1. A Second class Bachelor's degree (i.e. 45% aggregate marks) from any recognized university and 

2. Passing the Admission Test. Admission test would consist of test of Maths (school level), English, Urdu, Science and relevant area of specialisation of Home Economics. Passing marks for admission test are 50%. 
(c) Admissions in any particular department would be restricted to those candidates who have taken the relevant optional courses and have completed the prerequisite programs at the B.Sc. level. The details of subjects and formula for determining merit are given below:

	B. Clothing and Textiles
	Should have secured at least 45% marks at B.Sc. level in “Advanced Clothing and Textiles”
	Aggregate marks obtained in B.Sc.  + marks obtained in Advanced clothing.

	C. F.R.C.D
Family Relations and Child Development
	Should have taken the following subjects at B.Sc. level and secured at least 45% marks: “Nursery School and Child Guidance”
	Aggregate marks obtained marks in B.Sc. + obtained in Sociology and Psychology, CA, and Nursery School

	D. Related Arts
	Should have taken the following subjects at B.Sc. level and secured at least 45% marks: Arts 
	Aggregate marks obtained in B.Sc. + marks obtained in Arts at B.Sc. I and II.

	E. Home Management
	1. Should have secured at least 45% marks at B.Sc. level the following subjects:

i. Home Mgt Housing and Residence 
ii. Family Economics
2. Must be willing and able to undertake residence supervisor training that requires 24-hr stay at college premises for 8-16 weeks. 
	Aggregate marks obtained in B.Sc. + marks obtained in Home Management and Family Economics.




Admission Procedures for M.Sc. Previous 2008-2009
RLAK Govt. College of Home Economics Karachi

1. Admissions forms are available from college from 14th November 2008
2. Admissions forms should be submitted on or before 21st November 2008.  

a. Students who are eligible for and want to apply in more than one department should submit separate forms for each department. 
b. Admission test will be taken on 22nd November 2008
3. List of successful candidates would be displayed at college students’ notice board on 26th November at 10.am
a. Successful candidates should submit the fees on or before 12.30 pm 1st December 2008
b. Candidates can submit the fees only for one department if their admissions are approved for more than one department. If their names are approved for admission in any other department in the second list the fees could be transferred to another department. 

4. If there are any remaining seats second list would be displayed on 3rd December 2008 at 8.30 am and the fees should be submitted on or before 4th December by the successful candidate.

5. Any student having financial problems in submitting the admission fees should submit application for the same along with income certificate of parent/s at the time of submitting the application forms.  
6. Regular classes for M.Sc. previous will be started from 3rd December 2008
7. All the students seeking admission in masters program are expected to be able to travel independently within the city as most of the courses include surveys, internships etc and inability to commute will not be accepted as a reason for late or incomplete coursework. 
8. Admission will be cancelled if any student does not attend the classes regularly.
9. All the students will have to wear college uniform 

10. All the students will have to abide by the rules mentioned in admission form.

11. As postgraduate education is being maintained by the college on self-help basis without any grants for Masters program either from Government of Sind or HEC student are expected to contribute for study material and computers & internet facilities.
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
